The purpose of the current study was to add to our understanding of the association
between smoking and substance use among adolescents in psychiatric treatment. Data were
collected from 191 (119females and 72 males) adolescent smokers who were hospitalized at
a private psychiatric hospital. On average, study participants smoked on 91.03% (SD =
19.34) of the days during the three months leading up to hospitalization and smoked 13.94
(SD = 9.80) cigarettes per smoking day. Age of first cigarette use was correlated
significantly with age of first alcohol use and with age of first marijuana use. Recent
marijuana use was associated with frequency of cigarette smoking while recent binge
drinking was associated with intensity of cigarette smoking. In addition, adolescents smoked
significantly more cigarettes on days in which they consumed alcohol or drugs than they
smoked on abstinent days. The results suggest that adolescent smoking cessation treatment
for psychiatric populations may need to be intensive in nature and directly target other
substance use.

Infant Head Growth and Cognitive Status at 36 Months in Children with /n-Utero Drug

Previous studies of children with in-utero drug exposure (IUDE) raise concerns that
decreased head circumference (HC) at birth increases the child's risk for later compromised
cognitive functioning. The purpose of this study was to determine if HC at birth and HC
growth change are associated with cognitive functioning (IQ) at 36 months of age in
children with IUDE. In-utero drug exposed infants (N = 204) identified following delivery
at two urban hospitals were compared with a group of non-exposed children (N = 34)
matched for maternal age, gestational age and socioeconomic status. The IUDE infants had
significantly smaller HC at birth than the non-exposed infants, however by age 36 months
the HC was comparable between the two groups. At age 36 months, there was no difference



detected in the 1Q between the IUDE and non-exposed groups, yet both groups scored
almost one standard deviation below the mean for I1Q and both groups were below but
approached the US standard HC mean at the same age. Further studies of the more subtle
effects of prenatal drug exposure such as attention, impulse control and state regulation on
developmental outcomes are recommended as these children mature.

Reduction in Emergency Presentations by Adolescent Poly-Drug Users:

A Case-Series 41

The objectives were, firstly, to describe the frequency and type of hospital emergency
department (ED) admissions in a small number of alcohol and other drug (AOD) using
adolescents who accounted for a high number of ED and other hospital presentations.
Secondly, to identify interventions that impacted on these repeat ED presentations. An
earlier 12-month review of hospital presentations identified a cohort of 55 AOD using
adolescents with 236 repeat presentations. Six adolescents accounted for 47% (n = 112) of
these presentations. A case review of these six adolescents was conducted over 24-months
across the four major public hospitals in Perth. AODtreatment during this period was
identified from hospital case notes and patient notes at the major opiate treatment service.
There were 172 hospital presentations of which 98 were overdoses (ODs) (75% opiate).
There were 24 other AOD related and 50 non-AOD presentations. ED treatment focused on
acute care. Four adolescents were referred to an external treatment agency and two, a
residential psychiatric hospital. Five of the six attended a specialist opiate treatment centre.
Of these, one opted for unsupervised home detoxification and continued to represent to ED,
primarily with opiate ODs. Four underwent rapid opiate detoxification (ROD), with three
commencing oral naltrexone maintenance. Three cases with continuing ODs were further
treated with slow-release naltrexone implants. In 91 weeks post implant follow-up (range 8-
42) there were no opiate or non-opiate OD presentations compared with 14 in the
corresponding pre-implant period. The sixth adolescent had representations primarily
related to psychiatric problems. ED based interventions, including intensive case
management had little impact on repeat ED presentation in these “high-risk” adolescents.
Preliminary results however, suggest that treatment with naltrexone implants dramatically
reduces repeat OD presentations.

The Abuse Liability of Dextromethorphan Among Adolescents: A Review 55

Dextromethorphan (DM) is a popular over-the-counter antitussive medication. Although
adverse effects from appropriate use are rare, a specific toxidrome with significant
psychomimetic effects occurs with ingestions in excess of those recommended. Both DM and
its active metabolite, dextrorphan (DOR), share pharmacologic and neurobehavioral
properties similar to opiates and phencyclidine (PCP). As such, cases of recreational DM
abuse and, rarely, dependence have been reported, and some data suggest that such abuse
is on the rise. DM may be considered by substance abusers, especially adolescents, to be a
dissociative agent devoid of financial concerns, legal limitations, negative stigma, problems
with access or adverse health consequences. However, DM's popularity among adolescent
substance abusers is generally not matched by adequate health care provider awareness,
pharmacological understanding or epidemiological characterization. In this review, we
