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Various depressive symptoms have been linked to elevated levels of HIV risk 
across diverse adult populations in multiple studies. However, this link has been 
examined in a much more limited manner among adolescents, despite an exceedingly 
heightened risk of both HIV and negative affect in this age group. To address the 
current lack of clinically pertinent knowledge in this area, we analyzed base-line 
data from 256 male and 107female inner city, culturally diverse adolescent of-fenders. 
Relatively "high" and "low" negative affect subgroups were formed by conducting 
a median split on scores from the well-validated depressive affect scale of the Million  
Adolescent Clinical Inventory (MACI). Compared to (he low negative affect 
subgroup, the high negative affect participants reported significantly more sexual 
partners, unprotected sex, and increased susceptibility to HIV, as well as more 
marijuana, cocaine, and alcohol use (all p ' s  < .05). Although demonstrating better 
condom skills, negative affect participants reported less favorable attitudes towards 
using condoms, less knowledge about HIV transmission, and lower sexual self-
efficacy than non-depressive participants. Symptoms of negative affect are the. 
before of particular concern for adolescents, who are at risk not only for generally 
acknowledged difficulties such as suicide, but also for multiple HIV risk factors. The 
theoretical and applied implications of these findings will he discussed..

This study examined (he relationship o/psychosocial factors with alcohol use for 
adolescents residing in rural Iowa. This association was also tested separately for 



boys and girls. Seventh graders (N = 1673) self-reported alcohol use, peer drinking 
norms, adult drinking norms, drug refusal assertiveness, drug refusal techniques, 
life skills, pro-drinking altitudes, risk-taking tendency, and perceived family 
management practices. Data were collected during a 45-minute class period. 
Multiple regressions indicated that: Peer drinking norms, drug refusal assertiveness, 
drug refusal techniques, life skills, pro-drinking altitudes and risk-taking tendency 
were related to drinking measures. Perceived family management skills and drug 
refusal techniques were associated with drinking for girls but not boys. Risk-taking 
tendency was related to drinking for boys but not girls.

Adolescents with substance use problems were classified into four distinct and 
meaningful subgroups based on patterns of depressive symptoms and motives for 
drinking before sex (Le., avoidance, enhancement and social motives) using cluster 
analysis. Data were collected in face-to-face interviews from 120 adolescents and 
young adults (87 men, 33 women; mean age = 17.2 years) undergoing substance 
abuse treatment. Groups with higher and lower functioning were validated via 
significant group differences in conceptually relevant variables assessing 
psychological distress, alcohol use behaviors, and HIV-relevant risk behaviors. These 
analyses identified a subgroup of adolescents with high levels of depressive 
symptoms and drinking motives who are at elevated risk for HIV/STD exposure due 
to higher levels of risky sexual behavior and altered sexual behavior related to co-
occurring alcohol use. Implications for morbidity, mortality and treatment 
effectiveness in this at-risk sample are discussed.

Purpose: To examine smoking initiation in a group of adolescents at risk for 
developing substance abuse. 

Methods: Fifty-nine adolescents (25 control and 34 at risk adolescents) 
participated in a longitudinal study of behavioral and cognitive predictors of 
development of substance abuse. Aggression, conduct problems, hyperactivity, 
impulsivity, in attention, anxiety/depression, social difficulties, and somatic 
complaints were assessed at study entry, and somatic as predictors for smoking. 

Results: At the last follow-up (mean 15 months), 41 (69.5%) adolescents had 
not smoked, 10 (17%) had experimented with cigarettes, and 8 (13.5%) had 
smoked regularly. Aggression, hyperactivity, and somatic complaints significantly 
predicted smoking initiation (p < 0.05). Smoking status was similar across 
psychiatric diagnostic groups. 



Conclusions: These adolescents warrant close monitoring as they are at risk for 
nicotine dependence and/or psychiatric problems. Preventive measures should be 
targeted to these at risk adolescents in both primary cure and community settings. 
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The primary purpose of this study was to determine, for a court-adjudicated 
adolescent male sample (N = 160) mandated to a residential program setting, the de-
gree to which their expressed motivation for getting help with their alcohol, illicit 
drug and illegal behavior problems was found to predict to the out come of an early 
intervention treatment program. 

Results. Those subjects who had reported relatively more severe alcohol and 
drug problems at admission expressed a significantly greater degree of being 
troubled" by having such problems, and that it was significantly more "important to 
get help and counseling "for these problems. However, no significant relation-ship 
was found between the degree of the illegal behavior problems and the degree of 
being "troubled" by having the problems, or the degree that it was considered 
important to obtain help for such problems. It is proposed that a possible explanation 
for this lack of concern regarding having committed serious illegal behavior is the 
lack of opportunities that was available lo these subjects and the influence of the 
poor neighborhoods in which they grew up. 

Those subject-participants who rated at admission that it was relatively more 
important to obtain "help and counseling "for their alcohol problem also tended to re-



port relatively leas alcohol problems al follow-up assessment. However, some of the 
subject-participants who rated that it was relatively more important to obtain help for 
alcohol problems also were found (o report later a relatively greater degree of 
drug use at follow-up assessment. Thus, it appears that some of the earlier alcohol use 
was being exchanged for an increase in the degree of marijuana use. It is concluded 
that the ratings on motivation at admission, by this subject sample, are to some 
degree meaningful, but can also be misleading, and that the implications of these 
motivation ratings are quite complicated.

A path model was utilized to determine the relationship of demographic, family 
system, adolescent perceptions of parental behavior, and youth characteristics to 
adolescent substance abuse. Self-report questionnaire data were collected from 
214 high school students at two high schools in a southwestern state. Results 
showed direct positive relationships of adolescent reports of parental substance 
use and adolescent reports of parental support with adolescent reports of sub-
stance use. Indirect relationships were found for school, gender of the adolescent, 
family hardiness, family coherence and parental substance use to perceived parental 
support to adolescent substance use. Implications are presented for prevention and 
intervention at multiple levels of the family system in relation to adolescent 
substance use. 
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of Violence in Early, Middle, and Late Adolescence 61

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This study examined relationships among selected predictors of violence, including 
victimization, low conflict management efficacy, hostile anger and drug use in 8th-, 
With-, and 12th-grade adolescents. The study was a secondary analysis of data 
from a population-based, cross-sectional survey of health behaviors among 
adolescents (N = 3922). For each cohort, it was hypothesized that victimization 



and low conflict management efficacy would predict low hostile 
anger control, which would predict gateway drug use, and the 
subsequent development of hard drug use and violence. Overall 
model fu and the magnitude of specific paths were expected lo 
increase across grades. Using structural equation modeling (SEM), 
results indicated acceptable model fit for 8th-grade (CF1 = .95), 10th-
grade (CFI =.93) and 12íh-grade (CFI = .94) cohorts. Results suggest 
that the influence of relational victimization and conflict 
management efficacy on hard drug use may be mediated through 
low hostile anger control and gateway drug use.

Psychiatric Comorbidity Among Inpatient Substance 

Abusing Adolescents 83

We studied the association between type, severity and sequencing of 
psychopathology and these same dimensions of substance 
involvement among inpatient sub-stance-abusing adolescents with 
comorbid psychiatric disorders. Adolescents (N = 140, 54% female; 
15.9years) meeting DSM-III-R criteria for a substance use disorder 
and at least one other Axis I psychiatric disorder were interviewed 
while in-patients in an adolescent psychiatric facility. Findings 
point to associations between externalizing disorders and a history of 
regular use of cigarettes, alcohol, and stimulants among comorbid 
adolescents. When sequencing of psychopathology was examined, 
different substance use patterns were observed. Severity of depressive 
disorders was associated with more substance withdrawal 
symptoms, externalizing symptomatology was related to more 
substance dependence symptoms, and ADHD severity was associated 
with more alcohol dependence symptoms. Findings may have 
important clinical implications such as the need to assess comorbidity 
early and to develop treatment plans based on type of comorbid 
psychiatric disorder.

The purposes of his study were to examine the clinical utility of he 
Personal Experience Inventory (PEÍ) Psychosocial scales to predict 
adolescent rug abuse treatment outcome. The role of psychosocial risk 
factors in predicting treatment outcome also has theoretical interest 
given that such factors have been associated with the  development of 
rug abuse. The sample consisted of!38 male and WS female ado-
lescents who were recruited at a hospital-based adolescent drug 
abuse treatment program. Clients were administered assessments at 
intake, discharge, and 6 and 12 months after discharge. Intake PEÍ 
Psychosocial scales were modestly predictive of outcome, and the 
magnitude of the predictions were higher for boys than girls. Three PEÍ 



Psychosocial domains of deviance, family dysfunction, and peer 
drug use were predictive of boys' outcome, and sibling and peer drug 
use were predictive of girls' outcome. The strength of these predictive 
relationships was similar to those found in other treatment outcome 
prediction research. There was limited support for the predictive 
validity of the PEÍ. These PEÍ Psychosocial scales that show 
predictive associations with outcome may be helpful in treatment 
planning.
